Doha Third Conference for Religions Dialogue Recommendations
The Doha Third Conference for Religions Dialogue, under the generous auspices of His Highness the Emir of Qatar, Sheikh Hamad Bin Khalifa Al Thani, was held on the 29th and 30th of June 2005.

After the opening ceremony, enhanced by the presence of His Highness the Emir who pronounced the inaugural speech, the participants to the Conference, scholars from the three Islamic, Christian and Jewish religions, held six scientific sessions and after discussions and profound dialogue, the Conference recommends the following:

First: Thanking the State of Qatar, its Emir and its people for sponsoring this Conference and deploying every effort to ensure its success.

Second: the Conference appreciates the proposal of His Highness the Emir concerning establishing an International Center or an International Institution in Qatar for Religions Dialogue with the objective of deepening the reciprocal knowledge among adepts of the three religions and consolidating the culture of dialogue as well as reviewing the historical negative inherited values which constitutes a handicap on the way of mutual comprehension between adepts of the three religions. The Conference looks forward establishing such a Center so that it can achieve its noble goals.
Third: Creating academic sections in the Arabic and Islamic universities for comparative religions, sections  which study the religions in a scientific, objective and wise way in order to understand, describe and analyze them.
Fourth: Exchanging visits of teachers between the institutions of the three religions and deepening the culture of dialogue among the bidders, preachers, teachers, journalists, priests and students. 
Fifth: Establishing councils for religious cohabitation in the countries of the Islamic world with the participation of representatives of all religions and which concentrate on finding solutions for the practical problems as well as on consolidating the spirit of cohabitation, cooperation and achievement of social peace and harmony.

Sixth: Condemning all forms of use of religions for political purposes.

Seventh: Publishing common brochures of religions scholars on religious, social and political subjects which represent the concerns of societies.  
Eighth: Carry out methodical and serious efforts in order to purify the different media, the school books and educational curriculums from the negative images and information about the religions and their adepts.
Ninth: Rejecting of any link between terrorism and the religions. 
Tenth:  Deepening the values of Justice, Equality, and restoring rights to those who where deprived from them.
